New L eader Essentials (NLE) Thiscomponent isonly offered live from 7:30pm to 9:00pm Friday,
March 20, 2009, in the Palmer School multipurpose room, 2740 Jones
Road, Walnut Creek, or from other districtsor councils

the PS course for your current position -- at the discounted price of only $5 -- and Y OUR show time is 9:30am.
